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NORTH PARK HISTORICAL SOCIETY 
AUGUST 2020 MEETING SUMMARY

These notes summarize information that was planned to be presented at the August 20, 2020 
Business Meeting of the North Park Historical Society (NPHS) Board of Directors, and the 
activities discussion for the organization. These notes include updates as of August 22, 2020. 
The meeting was canceled in advance due to concerns about the novel coronavirus and 
resulting state and local restrictions on gatherings. 
 
The next meeting scheduled for THURSDAY September 17, 2020 starting at 6:30 p.m. in a 
second-floor meeting room at Grace Lutheran Church WILL NOT OCCUR. Although we will not 
be able to resume our public meetings this year, we are still providing information virtually to all 
who contact us with questions about North Park history. 
 
1. WELCOME AND INTRODUCTIONS   
We hope all our members and friends are staying safe and healthy. 
 
2. AGENDA REVIEW AND ANNOUNCEMENTS 
The latest Pacific Beach Historical Society newsletters will be circulated for viewing at the next 
possible meeting. The August 2020 PastMatters column in Uptown News was Part 4 of a series 
about historic street names in San Diego (see the last pages of this summary). 
 
3. MINUTES ACCEPTANCE 
The meeting summary from the canceled July 16, 2020 meeting has been posted on the 
website. 
 
BUSINESS PORTION OF MEETING 
 
4. TREASURERôS REPORT  
The financials for the period of July 17 to August 21, 2020 were sent to Board Members on 
August 21. During this period, three members renewed (thank you Paul, Steve and Katherine!). 
These renewing members gave additional donations (thank you, Paul, Steve and Katherine!). 
We also received a $100 bonus from our insurance company for being a well-run organization in 
2019. Total income in this period was $740. Expenses in this time period totaled $275 for the 
purchase of an engraved 8x8-inch paver in the North Park Mini Park. 
 
The San Diego History Center sold all but one of our tote bags they had on consignment before 
the store had to close due to the coronavirus. They gave us back the remaining tote bag and it 
has been returned to inventory. We have a total of 23 bags on hand. 
 
ACTIVITIES PORTION OF MEETING 
 
5. UPDATE ON PLAQUE FOR WATER TOWER 
Coordination with City Public Utilities Department staff regarding the feasibility of placing the 
plaque in a boulder or some kind of low wall next to the two-story building at the Water Tower 
site is pending return to some kind of normalcy.  
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6. NORTH PARK MINI PARK PAVER PROGRAM 
The NPHS Board of Directors unanimously approved purchasing an 8-inch by 8-inch paver 
with our organization logo and our name NORTH PARK HISTORICAL SOCIETY via an email 
vote completed July 24, 2020. The paver has been ordered. The Paver Program for the North 
Park Mini Park now under construction behind the North Park Theatre is sponsored by the 
North Park Business and Neighborhood Foundation, a 501C3 formed to help obtain 
improvements to the mini park that would not be funded by the City. Amenities planned include 
a movie screen, maintenance, music, tables, chairs, games and organized activities for all 
ages.

Sales of pavers will end soon in September. Individuals, families, organizations and 
businesses are encouraged to order one. The pavers will be engraved and then will be 
installed all at one time by the construction company.  
 

 
7. PLANNING FOR PAULYôS ADDITION WALKING TOUR 
The team has developed a route, photo notebook and draft guide notes focusing on the 
southern part of Paulyôs Addition from Dwight to Upas and Alabama to Texas streets. All 
walking tours are pending return to some kind of normalcy.  
 
8. EVALUATIONS OF HISTORIC HOMES AND REQUESTS FOR INFORMATION 
In August, we sent personalized flyers about the NPHS free evaluation service to three new 
owners of homes that might qualify for individual historical designation. We also responded to 
several requests for information as summarized below. 

1. Circulate San Diego is developing a self-tour bike ride that tells the story of 
black/indigenous/people of color in San Diego. They requested historical information 
about various topics, including the KKK meeting hall in North Park, the Goodwin family 
and Ted Williams. 

2. Jerry asked: ñI have been enjoying your series in the San Diego Downtown News 
about the history of street names in our area. Perhaps you have already touched on 
this, but I am eager to learn what light you can shed on a distinctive anomaly here in 
South Park, namely Fern Street. We have many east-west streets named for trees,

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which names have been carried over from downtown presumably. You have recently 
touched on the names of north-south streets in North Park, including the change in 
name of Franklin to Felton (where I live). As I'm sure you know, the main north-south 
route through South Park is Fern Street. Southbound, it starts abruptly when 30th 
Street reaches Juniper. 30th Street suddenly jumps one block west, while Fern Street 
(a seemingly natural continuation of 30th after it crosses Switzer Canyon) proceeds to 
Grape Street, makes an awkward dogleg east for a half block, and then continues 
south to A Street. At A Street, the name Fern disappears, and the name 30th resumes 
(through a slight offset of alignment just south of the Albert Einstein Academy. Since 
"Fern" isn't a tree, a state, or general, where did that name come from?ò 

3. Ken asked: ñI read Katherineôs interesting article on San Diego street names and 
wondered if you may also have the history on downtown street names. I read another 
article previously (perhaps also by Katherine, I donôt recall) which explained that 
Broadway used to be D St and I will guess that Market was H and Island was I at some 
point. But what really confuses me is why First Ave is 8+ blocks from the bay. I have 
wondered if the bay used to come all the way to First and perhaps the bay has been 
subsequently filled over the years to create more land and require the additional street 
names block by block (Front, Union, State, etc) but I have not been able to find any 
evidence of this online. Perhaps you know?ò 

4. Amy asked: ñI wanted to reach out to see if you have any historical information or 
photos for 3094 El Cajon Blvd. We found that it was originally called VASA Hall. We 
are renovating the space and reinvigorating it and would love to include more 
information on the history if you have any.ò 

5. Alan asked: ñDo you have any information on the 1977 designation of Balboa Park as a 
National Historic Landmark? Is there a record of the application anywhere and what 
was actually part of the landmark??ò
